Dear Judge Parents and Students:

This letter is to inform and update you on the current status of McCarthey Stadium. Asyou may know, on
January 6, part of the retaining wall bordering 700 South collapsed. We immediately began meetings with
Hogan Construction (the builder of the field), structural engineers, soil engineers, the architect, and others who
were involved in the construction of the wall and the stadium. We met numerous times throughout January,
anayzing what happened to cause the collapse and what could be done to stabilize the field enough to reopen it,
and what would be required for a permanent solution. We were advised at that time to close the field until
stabilization could be effected.

On January 25, we met for what would be the last time with this group, with the addition of an independent
soils engineer we hired to observe the proceedings and advise us independently. The group unanimously agreed
that the wall would have to be dismantled entirely and rebuilt as part of alasting solution.

Shortly after that meeting, the insurance companies for Hogan Construction and the Diocese became involved.
We continued to email the owner of Hogan Construction and the response we received was Ot isin the
insurance company@ handsQ During the month of February, we continued to attempt to elicit action to get the
field repaired.

On or about March 1, another part of the wall bordering 1000 East also failed. | must mention that there had
aready been asmaller wall failure on 1000 East in October 2007, which Hogan Construction repaired in
November. In addition to the problems with the wall, the field has significantly sunk on the west side in two
different areas aswell as around the south goal post.

We, at Judge and the Catholic Diocese, have been aggressively pursuing the repair and reopening of McCarthey
Stadium. Unfortunately, our exhaustive efforts have largely been ignored. | have obtained permission from the
Catholic Diocese to work with our lawyer directly and have been doing that since Tuesday, March 4.

Today Monday, March 10, 2008, the Diocese has filed alawsuit against the Hogan Construction Company
seeking remedy through the court system. Our objective isto effect acomprehensive repair of the damage on
thefield and to the collapsing wall, to receive compensation for lost revenue and lost time by our students using
thefield, and to restore the excitement that play on our field generates for the Judge community.

Thank you for your support during this challenging time as we strive to reopen our Qewel of a stadiumOin the
very near future.
